�All sheep born on or transferred onto this property in the 
last 12 months must not be mulesed at the time of this 
shearing and there must be no intention to mules in the 
future.
Evidence of Ceased Mulesing status must be available for 
audit purposes.

3  �Contact with 
Shedding 
Breeds

�Mated, reared or run in the same paddock with shedding 
sheep/lambs or their crosses.

4  �Shedding 
Breeds

�Breeds that shed fibre (e.g.  Afrikaner, Awassi, Damara, 
Dorper, Karakul, Meatmaster, Persian, Van Rooy, Wiltipoll, 
Wiltshire Horn).

5  �Mob Mulesed �A mob is defined as mulesed if any of the sheep in the mob 
are mulesed.

6  �Pain Relief

�Pain Relief products must be registered by, or supplied 
under permit from, the Australian Pesticides and Veterinary 
Medicines Authority for use with sheep.
Evidence of the purchase and use of Pain Relief products for 
sheep bred on this property or transferred onto it must be 
available for audit purposes.
